Teen Symposium a Big Success

MADD GA Hosts First Annual Teen Symposium and Safe 
Driving Day

On Saturday, May 2, 2009, MADD GA hosted its first Teen Symposium and Safe 
Driving Day—it was held at the Atlanta Workforce Development Agency.

The Symposium brought together teens from all over Georgia to talk about 
safety on the roads and underage drinking prevention. Presenting at the sym-
posium were experts in the field of underage drinking prevention as well as safe 
driving. “We really wanted to make this symposium educational, so that the 
teens in attendance would walk away with a respect for themselves and also for 
the roads,” said Stephanie Kootsikas, YPS for MADD GA.

The opening ceremony included a public service announcement by Ludacris 
informing youth not to drink under the age of 21 and a video of a young man 
telling his story from prison about his decision to drink and drive.

 Workshops for the day included Spoken Word with Pamela Diana Poole—which 
really got the teens involved. Alan Brown from Joshua’s Law presented on the 
law that saves teens lives everyday. Officer Vik with the Sandy Springs PD did a 
great job in getting the safety on the roads message through, and Shenee Reid 
with GOHS used numbers to inform youth about the risks of unsafe driving. 
Kelin Johnson, former UGA Football Player, spoke to the teens about making 
the right choices over the lunch break.

Parent workshops included information on dealing with new drivers and pre-
venting underage drinking. Presenters included Teri Bono, a DUI victim hit by an 
underage drunk driver, Menyuan Smith MSW, with her Parenting Empowerment 
Framework workshop, and Denise Thames, MADD GA Executive Director.

The symposium was a major success, touching the lives of almost 100 youth 
involved. MADD GA can only hope to double its attendance for next year’s 
event.
